The color purple symbolizes the pain and
suffering leading up to the crucifixion of Jesus; also, the newness that
will be celebrated in the Resurrection on Easter Sunday.

Lent is marked by a time of prayer and preparation for the entire
community. A time for introspection, self examination, and
repentance. The “prayer’ flags that lead to the cross were created by
AHP children, youth and adults.
